Somerset County Planning Commission-British Overseas Corporation-Approved Subdivision Plan – The Somerset County Planning Commission has approved a subdivision plan located on North Fairway Road.  A copy of the map was also included.  No action needs to be taken.

Vanessa Gardner-Resignation – Effective March 8, 2004 Vanessa Gardner is resigning as the assistant secretary.  Walters made a motion to accept the resignation of Vanessa Gardner effective March 8th.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Waste Management-Proposed Increase for Waste Disposal – On February 3rd the Governor proposed an $800 million bond issue that he recommends to finance farmland preservation, coal mine cleanup, and community revitalization.  Under this proposal, there would be $5 more per ton tax on the disposal of municipal solid waste, and an additional $4 per ton tax on the disposal of residual waste.  They are urging the Borough to write to the governor and to copy our state elected officials and express our concern over this excessive tax and spend program.  Miscoe made a motion to send the proposed letter.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Adelphia-Chapter 11 Bankruptcy – Secretary reported that Adelphia has filed its proposed Plan of Reorganization and the related draft Disclose Statement with the Bankruptcy Court.  They have also outlined the major steps they have taken to improve the company’s management and operations.

Shanksville Volunteer Fire Company – The Shanksville Volunteer Fire Company is requesting a donation.  Miscoe made a motion to follow the policy as in the past and no additional donation is to be made at this time.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
