Attorney Tom Cartwright-Sewer Taps for Sandra Upor’s Property Located at Delaware 11 – Each member of Council was provided with a map showing a proposed pressurized 1 ½ “ sewer line, which would be run from Delaware 11 to an existing sewer manhole located on South Shore Trail below the Lodge and Hotel.  This may require an 18” cut in the main road 2’ deep to install the sewer line.  At this time, the property is on the market and Ms. Upor has no immediate plans to build a house herself, but she would like to purchase a sewer tap and address any problems that the board might have with running the sewer line to the existing sewer manhole as presented.

Horvath stated that what prompts selling a water or sewer tap is the prospective builder submits a building permit application, copy of the building plans, along with the appropriate fees for a water and sewer tap.

Engineering Proposal for Consulting Services for the Shoshone Inlet Modification – Secretary provided each council member with a copy of the proposal for consulting services from Musser Engineering, for the Shoshone Inlet Modification.  Initially, the fee for services will be on a time and material basis until Musser Engineering is able to meet with DEP, then an estimate of the cost to prepare the required DEP permit application will be given.  Council stated that a notation should be made on this proposal stating that all contemplated work not to exceed $2,500.00.  Secretary was to contact Randy Musser, from Musser Engineering, and explain to him that Council has only authorized an expenditure of $2,500.00, which includes all fees associated with this project through the submission of the permit application.  If this is not acceptable, a new proposal will need to be given outlining the costs.
