Jeff Fallon-Boat Dock in Seneca Park – Mr. Fallon, whose is located at 411 Seneca, stated that he applied for a building permit to construct a boat dock with a sundeck on Seneca Park 411.  Mr. Fallon was informed that this structure was not permitable under the current zoning ordinance.  Mr. Fallon stated that this same structure exists elsewhere in the Borough and he did produce pictures of these said structures.and questioned how these were permitable and his was not.  

Council informed Mr. Fallon that they have not authority to give a variance to the zoning ordinance and that he would need to apply for a variance through the Zoning Hearing Board.  In the mean time, Council requested that Fred Jones, Zoning Officer for Indian Lake Borough, look into these docks brought into question to see if permits were issued for them and if the docks in question are actually in park lots or are they lake front lots.
