Office of the Chief Assessor – On August 4, 2005 a meeting was held by the County Board of Appeals and Revision of Taxes on a request from Terry L. and Patricia A. St. Clair for a refund of taxes overpaid due to an error on the part of the Somerset County Assessment Office.  The Borough determined that an error did occur and that the taxes for tax years 2004 through 2005 were overpaid.  The overpayment totals $458.55.  Walters made a motion to refund Terry L. and Patricia A. St. Clair for the overpaid taxes for the years 2004 through 2005, in the amount of $458.55.
