Somerset County Boroughs Association-September Dinner Meeting – The Somerset County Boroughs Association will be holding their September Dinner Meeting on September 15, 2005 at Lamonica’s.  The cost is $12.50 per person.  No one to attend.

Mavickar Environmental Consultants, Inc.-Chatak Single Residence Sewage Treatment Plant – Mavickar Environmental Consultants, Inc. will be submitting applications to the DEP for a Water Quality Management (Part II) and National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permits for the Chatak Single Residence Sewage Treatment Plant.  The application will provide for the construction and operation of a single residence sewage treatment plant and the discharge of 400 gallons per day of treated effluent to Indian Lake.

James Hrivnak, Peninsula 125 – Secretary stated that Jerry Mostoller has a sewage permit application from James Hrivnak for Peninsula 125, which is over a year old.  Mr. Hrivnak has never provided him with the easement documentation and therefore, he would like to deny the application if Council is in agreement.  Council stated that if all the documentation has never been provided and the application is over a year old, the application should be denied.

Grass Carp – St. Clair made a motion to authorize Barry Lichty to approach the Department of Environmental Protection about the possibility of constructing provisions on the spillway of the dam to contain the grass carp should Council decide to put these in the lake.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Authorization to Pay Lowe’s Bill – Dewar made a motion to authorize the Borough Secretary to pay the bill to Lowe’s in the amount of $200.52, for the metal sheeting for the chip bin.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
