The meeting was called to order at 3:32 P.M. by Robert Weitzel.

ORDER OF BUSINESS

1.
Appointment of Planning Commission Chairman – Weitzel opened the floor for nominations for Chairman of the Indian Lake Borough Planning Commission.  Walters made a motion to nominate Robert Weitzel for Chairman of the Planning Commission.  Vogel seconded the motion.  Walters moved that the nominations be closed.  Vogel seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  Weitzel instructed the Secretary to cast a unanimous ballot by the Planning Commission for Robert Weitzel as Chairman of the Indian Lake Borough Planning Commission.

Appointment of Planning Commission Vice Chairman – Weitzel opened the floor for nominations for Vice Chairman of the Indian Lake Borough Planning Commission.  Walters made a motion to nominate Robert Vogel for Vice Chairman of the Planning Commission.  Griffith seconded the motion.  Walters moved that the nomination be closed.  Griffith seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  Weitzel instructed the Secretary to cast a unanimous ballot by the Planning Commission for Robert Vogel as Vice Chairman of the Indian Lake Borough Planning Commission.

Set Meeting Dates and Time – Walters moved that the Planning Commission Meetings be held on the second and fourth Monday of each month at 3:30 P.M.  Griffith seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


4.
Approve the Minutes of the Meeting held on November 14, 2005 – Weitzel asked for additions and/or corrections.  There being none, Vogel moved and Walters seconded to approve the minutes as submitted.  All ayes, motion carried.


Approve the Minutes of the Meeting held on December 12, 2005 - Weitzel asked for additions and/or corrections.  There being none, Walters moved and Vogel seconded to approve the minutes as submitted.  All ayes, motion carried.

5.
Old Business:

A.
James Brant-Request for Zoning Map Change – Secretary reported that at the October 10, 2005, regularly scheduled meeting of the Indian Lake Borough Planning Commission, the Commission was presented with a petition from James Brant for a rezoning classification on the North Marina property from Commercial/Marina to R-1 Single Family Residential.  The property is approximately 5.2 acres in size.  The property would be subdivided into five (5) lots, each being at least one (1) acre in size.  Each lot would have approximately one hundred feet or more of lake frontage and one hundred feet or more of road frontage on Peninsula Drive or Point Circle.

The Planning Commission submitted a letter recommending that Borough Council approve the rezoning of the North Marina.

A Public Hearing was scheduled to hear any testimony or accept any written testimony on this request.  The hearing was advertised in the Somerset Daily American on November 10, 2005 and November 17, 2005.   Notice was also sent to the Somerset County Planning Commission for their comments; no comments were received.

Secretary reported that notices of the hearing were sent by Certified Mail to James Brant, Robert Blume, and John Arnold.  The property was also posted on November 14, 2005 by Fred Jones, Zoning Officer and the Borough Office also had a notice posted on the front door on November 10, 2005.

Secretary reported that on December 12, 2005, she received a request from James Brant requesting that any formal action on this matter be delayed until March 2006 to allow for the removal of the storage building, which is presently located on this property.

There were no public questions or comments made at the hearing and the Borough Secretary received no written comments.


Secretary reported that on December 28, 2005, she did receive a letter from Robert Hanson concerning sewage options for this subdivision and provided each member with a copy of the letter.

Walters made a motion that the Planning Commission send a letter to Council recommending that they do not act on the plan until Mr. Brant has an approved sewer system for the proposed subdivision.  Vogel seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

New Business:

State Ethics Forms – Secretary presented each council member with their State Ethics Forms for 2005.  Secretary stated that the forms have to be returned to her no later than May 1, 2006.

With no further business to discuss, Vogel moved and Griffith seconded to adjourn the meeting at 3:39 P.M.  All ayes, motion carried.
