2007 Weed Treatment Request for Additional Funds – Walters made a motion to authorize the additional expenditure of $10,000.00 for the additional weed treatment for the Vallisneria Weed.  Miscoe seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Holding Tank Maintenance Agreement – Miscoe reviewed the proposed Holding Tank Maintenance Agreement with Indian Lake Marina.  Walters made a motion to approve the Holding Tank Maintenance Agreement for Indian Lake Marina as presented.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Update on Dam Remediation Project – Lichty reported that the Bids for Phase 1 will be opened at a Special Borough Council Meeting on August 29th at 7:00 P.M.  The contractor will start work on the project sometime between October 1st and October 15th and it will take approximately 1 month to complete.  We are planning on drawing the lake down in mid to late November and it will remain lowered all winter.  Phase 1A is the self-priming siphoning system and that is being proposed to be done when the lake is lowered this winter and the Department of Environmental Protection has verbally approved this.

Miscoe made a motion to authorize Dean Snyder, Zoning Officer, to submit the letter to the Indian Lake Borough Zoning Hearing Board regarding the Takacs-Lyons Appeal.  Bozovich seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
