The meeting was called to order at 7:02 P.M. by Michael Miscoe, Council President.
ORDER OF BUSINESS

1.  Swearing in of Timothy Walters - Mayor Lichty proceeded to swear in Timothy Walters.

2.  Approve the Minutes of the Meeting Held on September 10, 2008 – Miscoe asked for additions and/or corrections.  Stern made the following addition to the minutes – Page 3 preceding the motion dealing with the PBS matter:  A discussion ensured relative to the need to rescind a building permit issued by the zoning enforcement officer and that P.B.S. Coals would have the ability to appeal the determination of the zoning enforcement officer.  Attorney Rullo was requested to review previous requests for zoning variances to determine if there had been any preconditions relative to the granting of the past permissive use.  If there was any litigation that would come from any appeal, the parties would revisit whether Attorney Rullo should recuse himself from any further involvement.  Vogel moved and Stern seconded to approve the minutes as amended. 5 ayes and 1 abstention, motion carried.    Walters filed the abstention memorandum with the Borough Secretary.
3.  Financial Reports – Manager reviewed the Income & Expense Report, the Budget Report and the List of Bills for September 30, 2008.  Manager would like to add the following additional outstanding bill to the List of Bills Report:  Musser Sewage Specialist, Sept. ’08 Onlot Sewage Inspections, in the amount of $825.00.  Moore made a motion to pay the bills from GAI Consultants, in the amount of $62,931.80 and the bill from Maust Excavating, in the amount of $294,635.55 from the line of credit from PNC Bank.  Vogel seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  McCauley made a motion and to approve the Borough’s Financial Reports, including the amendment to the List of Bills Report as presented.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Manager reviewed the Water Works Income & Expense Report and the List of Bills for September 30, 2008.  Vogel made a motion to approve the Water Work’s Financial Reports as presented.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Manager reviewed the Sewer Plant Financial Reports and the List of Bills for September 30, 2008.   Moore made a motion to approve the Sewer Plant Financial Reports as presented.  Stern seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Manager reviewed the Summary of Account Balance Report for September 30, 2008.  Moore made a motion to approve the Summary of Account Balance Report for September 30, 2008.  Stern seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

4.  Welcome Visitors - Albert Diehl, Ken Helsel, Ronald Petrina, Carl Chapman, Robert Oates, and Robert Rohlf.

5.  Robert Rohlf, Airpark 232 –Request for Planning Waiver & Non-Building Declaration - Mr. Rohlf, who is the owner of Airpark 232 and West Airpark 152 (231), is in the process of doing an incidental boundary change on his properties, which will make Airpark 232 .94 acres and Airpark 231 1.2 acres.  Stern made a motion to authorize Miscoe to sign the request for a planning waiver.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
6.  Correspondence:  
A. David Lhota-Request to Delay Sewage Inspection – Mr. Lhota is requesting to defer his sewage inspection until next 
year due to his financial situation.  After a discussion, the Council emphasizes with Mr. Lhota’s financial situation, but unfortunately, Council does not have the ability under the current ordinance to defer a sewage inspection and based upon that, Miscoe made a motion to deny his request and to authorize the Borough Secretary to send Mr. Lhota a letter for non-compliance and to give Mr. Lhota an additional thirty (30) days to have his sewage system pumped and inspected.  If this is not done, then his water will be disconnected.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

7.  Committee Reports:

1.   2008 Firemen’s Relief Fund Distribution – Vogel made a motion to allocate 90% of the 2008 Firemen’s Relief money to the Shanksville Volunteer Fire Department and 10% to the Central City Fire Department.  Moore seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Copier Lease - McCauley made a motion to lease a Ricoh 2550 digital copier from Ikon Office Solutions, Inc. for a term of 36 months with an image management agreement to include equipment, service and supplies, 8,100 copies per quarter, network printing and scanning capabilities, and the fax option at a cost of $148.00 per month.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

      Albert Diehl informed Council that the Indian Lake Service Corporation Board of Directors has agreed to pay for the Bucket Truck up to $17,000.00. 

       Moore made a motion to authorize Harry to look and operate each bucket truck and to make the selection from either Rogers & Son or Auto Wholesalers and Council will ratify the selection at the next meeting.  Vogel seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Mayor Lichty voted ayes.  Paul Brodt was appointed to fill the vacant seat on the Planning Commission, term expiring on December 31, 2008.

McCauley made a motion to authorize Attorney Rullo to except the proposal from Gwendolyn Keyser to purchase lots 35 and 36 in Stonycreek Township for a total of $7,500.00 for each lot.  In addition, Attorney Rullo is authorized to accept an offer to purchase a triangler piece of property (approximately ¾ of an acre) from Paul Mostoller and siblings for a total cost of $7,500.00, provided that a right-of-way is granted to the Mostoller’s through the Keyser Property that the Borough is acquiring to the roadway.  Also, Attorney Rullo is authorized to prepare a deed conveying lot 24, which is owned by P.B.S. Coals in Stonycreek Township, to the Borough for a total of $1.00 with the understanding that lot 23 will be surveyed at the Borough’s expense.  Walters seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried. 


With no further business to discuss, McCauley moved and Moore seconded to adjourn the meeting at 10:39 P.M.  All ayes, motion carried.
