Luke Latimer-Waste Management – Mr. Latimer purchased his property, which is located at 192 Potomac Lane, on July 1, 2009, and received a note in the mailbox from Waste Management stating that if I wish to begin service to please call them or return the card to them along with the required 3-month prepayment.  Mr. Latimer stated that he has been transporting his garbage, which is generated at this location, to a Waste Management dumpster, which is contracted for by R&L Development Company, which he is owner and executive officer, and he has been granted, by the company, the right to dispose of personal garbage in this dumpster.  Mr. Latimer has never called Waste Management to start service nor has he ever placed any garbage out for pick-up at his residence here at Indian Lake Borough.

Mr. Latimer stated that he has contacted Waste Management numerous times on this matter, and has been told that it is illegal for him to be transporting garbage and that he has to have garbage service here at Indian Lake.  Waste Management has now turned him over to a collection agency.  Mr. Latimer is requesting some guidance from Council as to how to get this matter resolved.


Attorney Rullo requested that Mr. Latimer provide the Borough with a letter stating where he is disposing of his garbage which is generated at his Indian Lake Residence and also if he could provide a copy of his bill for the dumpster which is contracted with Waste Management and R& L Development Company.  
Mayor Lichty and Theresa will contact Charlene at Waste Management and will get this matter resolved.

GAI Consultants-Project Cost Summary – Council requested that the Borough Manager write a letter to GAI Consultants stating that we requested a not to exceed cost proposal, a full detailed proposal for the scope of work for the completion of Phase 2, Part B and Phase 3.
