The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Michael D. Miscoe, President.
ORDER OF BUSINESS

  1.
Approve the Minutes of the Meeting Held on February 11, 2009 – Miscoe asked for additions and/or corrections.  There being none, Dewar moved and Walters seconded to approve the minutes as submitted.  4 ayes and 2 abstentions.  Motion carried.  Miscoe and McCauley filed the abstention memorandum with the Borough Secretary.

Financial Reports – Manager reviewed the Income & Expense Report, the Budget Report and the List of Bills for February 28, 2009.  Manager noted that the following bills were pre-paid:  AT & T Mobility, Feb ’09 cellular phone charges, in the amount of $30.28; Janet Snyder, cleaning on 3-10-09, in the amount of $30.00; and Security One, 1 year monitoring of security system 3-09 to 3-10, in the amount of $240.00.  Dewar made a motion to ratify the pre-payment of the bills as reported.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.


Walters made a motion to approve the Borough’s Financial Reports as presented and to pay the outstanding bills.  McCauley seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.

Dewar made a motion to table payment on the bills to GAI Consultants until the April 8th meeting pending additional information.  Stern seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.  Council asked that Mayor Lichty request that someone from the billing department from GAI Consultants be present at our next meeting to review these bills in detail and to address any questions.   Mayor Lichty should request that the underlining documentation (time cards, etc.) relative to the information on bills be provided.

A. Robert Tauber-Request to Change the Classification of Sailboats from a Powered to a Non-Powered Watercraft – 

Mr. Tauber is requesting that the Borough Council consider amending the Boating Ordinance to classify sailboats as a         non-powered watercraft.  Council requested that the Borough Manager notify Mr. Tauber that the Boating Ordinance would need to be amended to accommodate his request and at this time, the cost to amend the ordinance is prohibitive and secondly, an analysis will need to be made before a change of this nature could occur.  Council will consider his recommendation for next year’s boating season.

Authorization to Solicit Proposals for Shoshone Park Wetland Rehabilitation Project – Moore made a motion to solicit proposals to remove the sediment on the Island in the Shoshone Park Area as required by the Army Corp of Engineers in their letter dated March 18, 2009.  Dewar seconded the motion.  All ayes, motion carried.
